Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by CJ McCarthy at 3:06 p.m.

Approval of May 11, 2016 Meeting Minutes: Motion to approve as amended May 11, 2016 minutes made by Tom Atkinson, seconded by Lyn Dougherty and approved unanimously.

Public Comments: None

Director’s Report: The Summer Reading Program is well underway with 615 children signed up and 110 adults signed up, exceeding target goals of 600 and 100, respectively. The Summer Reading Finale program will be held on Saturday, July 23, with the Alphabet Rockers, and the Book Bike name contest winner will also be announced. The Library has started outreach with the Book Bike in various locations in the community. The Library will host programs for the October 6-10th Irish Writers Week. 

Announcement of New Board Youth Members: Zeeshaan Chunawala and Molly Morgan have been appointed to the Library Board for the 2016-17 academic year. Their term is September 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017. Zeeshaan is a sophomore at Los Gatos High, and Molly is a senior at Palo Alto Prep. 

Youth Member Project: Shelley reported back on meeting with Saul Cuevas at Wells Fargo to develop a financial planning program for students that covers topics such as credit cards and spending, practicing secure banking, banking habits and overdrafts, saving and college loans. The goal is to have a workshop at the Library in October. Lyn made motion to pursue this presentation and work with Saul to go ahead with the research needed to create this program at the Library. Tom seconded the motion, and it was approved unanimously.

Update on Poet Laureate: Lyn contacted Stan Garber to check in on his progress. Stan went to the Cinco de Mayo celebration in SJSU, and the US poet laureate was there along with Hicks and Erica Goss - participated in that. Stan has presented his poetry to English classes at LGHS and SCHS and has been writing his poetry about individual and businesses in Town. He mentioned wanting to create a literary journal with poetry from everyone in Town (end project idea).

CJ mentioned that for future clarification it may be helpful to set up a process where the poet laureate knows the contact is the Librarian and maybe every quarter there is a report out (as well as ongoing communication).

Planning for Library’s 5 year anniversary: Initial ideas for the date fall between the 10th, 11th, or 12th. Dolly will check in with the programming team to see which date will be easier with staffing. The Board is willing to help. Some ideas brainstormed included: Cookies in letters/alphabets, passports to different locations in the library or having a scavenger hunt, having Discover LOST Gatos tours, hiring a performer, having the Book Bike present or on the lawn, a photo booth, and providing raffles to win a gift certificate to the bookstore. Music performer suggestions included a trio from the high school and bagpiper. Dolly will work with Library Staff and create a draft itinerary.

Friends Update: Tom reported on the current finances of the Friends bookstore. Rita Baum was recognized for the 2016 Seniors of Distinction award. Carol is moving to Auburn. Tom will replace Carol as the sorting room manager.

New Business: Short discussion about “Second-hand Prose” as a new bookstore sign and marketing tool; Dolly will follow up with Laurel so she’s aware of the discussion for the September meeting.

Announcements: Local author Josh Russell was a special guest at Preschool Storytime on July 13th, reading Little Boy Soup with good attendance. Shelly got writing copyrighted.
